7. Camps Covid Pandemic : 
During the Covid-19 pandemic and lockdowns, the 
Sansthan conducted several initiatives like delivery of free 
corona medicine kits, food distribution and free of cost 
ration kits across India.

Yet 
somehow families largely cannot make it due to lack of 
technical knowledge and aid, financial networks, and the 
support of government stakeholders (as many did not know 
such community even exist). Believing that modern farming 
techniques and government stakeholder’s support can 
completely change the lives of thousands of children, we have 
come up with this innovative solution by providing them with 
proper training.
